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Dr. Ormianer responds to FAQs:

What are dental implants?

Made of material such as titanium alloys, the implants are
“blological clones” which are attached to the jawbones to provide
a solld base for crown/s. Soon the bone cells 'L‘.'\'i:]op around the
implant and strengthen the bonding in place, When all elements
have stabilized, implants and crowns may be installed.

I'm scheduled for implants, but am afraid of swelling
and pain.

Implants are accomplished with simple surgical treatment under
local anesthetic, just like any other dental surgery. Sometimes there
is swelling and some pain, but careful maintenance of sterile
c;}ndiuom and proper technigue by your dentist minimize side
effects.

This is a problem, probably due to non-original restorative
components in the rehabilitation process to “cut corners” or due
o uneven pressure on the crown,

Dr. Ormianer emphasizes: Stability over time is
extremely important.
Keep to these five “golden rules” before any dental
implants:
1. Make sure that your dentist uses only FDA-approved implants
with proven record
2. Do not try to “save” on number of implants: stable
reconstruction may need several
3. Make sure to obtain original structures and parts from the
company that made your implants
4. Make sure that your dentist has recent certification of study
and training in implantology
5. Following oral rehabilitation, ask for a detailed document of
types of implants and all parts implanted in your mouth
